But, at best, 

kids' needs are only half-

met in the disastrous state 

budget that legislators ap-

proved on May 31, 2009.   

 As their scheduled 

spring session drew to a 

close, lawmakers failed to 

raise adequate revenues to 

protect vital health, educa-

tion and human services 

from Illinois' multibillion-

dollar shortfall.  Thus, they 

passed a spending plan that 

includes no more than 50 

percent of the funding nec-

essary for important services 

in the fiscal year that begins 

July 1.  And individual pro-

grams could fare far worse 

than that. 

 Without further action, 

that means either early 

childhood, mental health 

and other critical programs 

soon will face devastating 

cuts, if not elimination, or 

their funding will run out 

after several months, or a 

combination of these two 

awful consequencesðany of 

which spells immense pain 

for children, families and 

communities. 

 Governor Quinn said he 

doesn't want to sign a bad 

budget, and asked to meet 

with legislative leaders to 

further discuss ways of 

avoiding horrendous pro-

gram cuts.
