· Compile one MASTER Club GFWC Report Form completely; include ALL of the statistical information for all Department Programs plus the Domestic Violence Program, Advocates for Children and Empowering Women. 

· Make your copies of the completed GFWC Report Form for the appropriate district, state chairmen and for GFWC as directed on your District Grid.  

· In the areas of GFWC Special Projects (Fundraising, Legislation (Public Policy), Leadership, Public Relations, Membership and WHRC/Preserving Our Heritage.  Indicate on the GFWC Report Form that you are enclosing a narrative for these areas.  

· Narratives may not exceed 2 pages, single-spaced.

· Total Dollars Donated - Dollars donated are the actual monies (dollars) donated.  IMPORTANT include your IN KIND donations within your 2 page narrative. 

· Total Volunteer Hours – time spent on an approved Club project/program done at the club, district, state or GFWC levels.
