GFWC  ILLINOIS  PAINTING CONTEST

PURPOSE
The purpose of the GFWC Illinois Painting Contest is to encourage member’s artistic expression and to recognize and support members’ achievements in painting.

ELIGIBILITY
Any GFWC Illinois member in good standing with her local Club may enter at the State level.  The contest is open to amateur artists only.  Any person who earns more than 1/3 of their yearly net income from artist work will be considered professional and will not be eligible.

RULES
1)  Entries must be no larger than 14” x 18” (including matting) and no smaller than 10” x 12”.

2)  Entries on materials other than canvas must be matted.  

3)  NO  FRAMES  OR GLASS.

4)  Pastels should be sprayed with a fixative.

5)  All paintings must be original.  Subject matter is choice of artist.
